Why Low Pressure Sewer?

AThree alternatives  were evaluated

Aconstruction cost fora  traditional gravity
sewer system iIs estimated to be three (3) to
four (4) times greater than a low pressure
sewer system.

AA vacuum sewer system would require a
$750,000 up front investment for the master
lift station.

AThe low pressure sewer system is a more
cost effective and less intrusive  system.
